MATTERS FROM COMMISSIONERS: Several Commissioners expressed that their
service on the Planning Commission was an honor and thanked Staff for their support.

Vice Chair Lindsay stated that with the new housing standards introduced by the
State, the existing infrastructures for increased density and capacity, such as with
trash receptacles, electrical amps, water service, sewer output, gas meters, and fire
access, need to be upgraded to support the new and existing development. Staff
responded that though the concerns affect multi-departments, discussions with
Southern California Edison are currently taking place, and staff will conduct more
research and will provide an update to the Commission at a future meeting.
Additionally, Vice Chair Lindsay announced a Chili Cook Off event to be held at East
Gate Park this Saturday.
